Insurance
A certificate of insurance covering the use of the vehicle participating in the carnival must be in force.

We require this certificate or a signed letter of authority from the insurance company (original not photocopy) to be displayed in the front window of the cab of the float.

The Carnival committee will endeavour to the best of their ability to ensue that all floats have adequate insurance cover, but will not be liable for under insurance or any missing element of insurance cover

South Zeal Carnival Committee hold public liability cover insurance(£1 MILLION). This insurance covers the failure of the Carnival Committee on it’s part for any incident that is attributed to the organisation or running of the Carnival and NOT that of the driver, owner,organiser of any float participating in the carnival.
All persons participating in the Carnival accept the present maximum amount payable under our public liability insurance as being the maximum amount able to be claimed in total should South Zeal Carnival being found liable for any incident
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Rules & Terms of Entry
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South Zeal Carnival Committee together with the North Devon & North Cornwall Carnival Association have issued some simple guidelines to enable everyone to have a safe & enjoyable Carnival.

South Zeal Carnival Committee subscribe to these guidelines and they form part of the conditions to allow entry to take part in the South Zeal Carnival Procession
PLEASE MAKE SURE THAT EVERYONE ON YOUR FLOAT READS THIS LEAFLET
General
All entries to South Zeal Carnival MUST complete an entry form

All floats to assemble at the bottom of the village from 5pm and to be in place by 6pm for judging.

Floats /entries not complying with safety requirements will be excluded from participating in the Carnival Procession.

All Monies collected on the day remain the sole property of South Zeal Carnival Committee and must be handed in to the official collection point at the end of the procession.

In the event of any incident/accident, the float and all it’s personnel to remain at the scene to assist with enquires by the stewards and or the police.

Vehicle Safety

The vehicle and any trailers forming part of the float must comply with section 40A of the Road Traffic Act1988
A float or trailer must be mechanically sound and suitable to perform the job for which it is intended, not be suffering from corrosion or defects that could lead  to failure

With a towed entry (i.e.) a vehicle towing any trailer, the tow bar must be supervised to ensure that no one crosses between the vehicles or rides on the tow bar

A secondary safety device should be fitted (i.e a strong chain)

Float Safety
Any float or equipment carried on the vehicle or trailer should be secured and substantial enough for the purpose.

Anything carried or bolted to the vehicle or trailer , must be such that it remains safe at all times

No Passengers may be carried on a carnival float to and from the carnival, except on large floats where an attendant may be carried to assist the driver.

For judging and throughout the procession, all participants must be securely seated or provided with suitable restraints and hand holds.

Children under 16 must be secured with restraints.

A strong safety rail should be provided around all exposed sides of the float.

ALL FLOATS MUST CARRY A FIRE EXTINGUISHER.

The driver & personnel of the vehicle and float must comply with any direction and or instruction given by a steward or police officer.

The driver shall be responsible for the safety of the entire float whilst under his control ,this includes any float personnel and also the safety of any members of the public who are spectating and would be affected by the mis-handling of the float and or the actions of it’s personnel.
Alcohol
The consumption of alcohol prior to and during the carnival by ALL participants is strictly prohibited.
The Procession

No one shall climb on or off the float unless it is stationary and there is contact with the driver.

At the end of the procession choose a safe place to stop and unload passengers

The Carnival will only proceed at walking pace.

Each float must be under the supervision of a named person who will accompany the float at all times. This person should have a means of communication with the driver of the vehicle and the passengers on the float during the procession. This person must not be a walking collector. As a guide provide two supervisors for every 30ft of float (i.e one each side of the float)

Advertising material and samples may only be handed out by walkers and not by persons on the float

Collections tins must not be used from the float, only walkers may collect using approved collection tins

No one will climb on or off the vehicle or trailer whilst in the procession unless in an emergency
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
